The Role of the Teacher in Shaping Students’ Personality at the
Primary Education Stage in Light of Educational and Psychological
Literature: An Analytical Study

Abstract

This study aimed to analyze the role played by the teacher in shaping students’ personality at
the primary education stage, through contemporary educational and psychological literature,
by highlighting teachers’ pedagogical practices, instructional methods, and the nature of the
educational relationship they build with their students. The study adopted a descriptive—
analytical approach by reviewing and analyzing previous studies and relevant educational
theories, and linking them to the dimensions of students’ psychological and social
development at the primary stage. The findings revealed that the teacher plays a central role
in building a well-rounded student personality through behavioral modeling, psychological
support, the use of interactive teaching strategies, and the promotion of positive educational
relationships within the classroom. The study also recommended that teacher training
programs should incorporate aspects related to positive education, emotional intelligence,
and personality development, in addition to academic competencies.
